   Colonial Village has a storm shelter located at 5700 Squire Lane.  
Stay alert for public warnings, plan ahead on what you will do, and if 
the media advises, take shelter. 
Purchase a NOAA weather radio. The models out today can be set 
with an alarm to go off if a warning is issued specifically in your area.

Pets brought to 
the shelter must be adequately  restrained.   The shelter is locked to avoid vandalism 
but is opened at the first sign of threatening weather. Some families in Colonial 
Village are “key holders” for the shelter. If you would like information on this please 
call the Community office.

Saturdays 9 
a.m.-5 p.m. Sundays 11 a.m.-5 p.m.
