Q. When can I unplug my heat tape?

A.  The weather is usually warm enough by 
April 15th. Manufactured Home service    
companies suggest that you can extend the 
life of your heat tape by unplugging it in the 
summer.  Mark your calendar for next fall to 
remind yourself to plug it in again.  They also 
remind you to always keep the plug off the 
ground. Remember to reseal your skirting   
access panel to prevent gaps where animals 
can gain entrance under your home. Please 
immediately report any water in the riser to 
the Community Office.

SWEET HOLIDAY BAKED HAM
1 cup maple syrup
1 cup ginger ale
1/2 cup honey
1 cup orange juice
1/2 cup brown sugar
1 (10 oz.) jar maraschino 
cherries, halved
1 (12 lb.) fully cooked, bone-in ham
1 (15.25 oz.) can pineapple slices in juice, 
drained
1 box of toothpicks

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees. Mix maple 
syrup, orange juice, ginger ale, brown sugar and 
honey. Stir in the juice from the cherries, and 
half of the cherries. Score the ham with a sharp 
knife in a diamond pattern.

Place the ham into an oven bag. Pour in all of 
the juice mixture. Pin pineapples onto the top of 
the ham with toothpicks. Pin cherries into the 
centers of the rings also. Tie bag closed and cut 
small slits in the top of the oven bag. Bake the 
ham for 2 hours in the oven. 

Remove ham from the bag, let stand 10 minutes 
before carving.

     APRIL IS SEVERE WEATHER AWARENESS MONTH
        The time to plan is now, before an emergency arises. Colonial Village 

has a storm shelter located at 5700 Squire Lane. When you moved 
into Colonial you were given a “shelter plan”. The plan encourages 
you to stay alert for public warnings, plan ahead on what you will do, 
and if the media advises, take shelter. 
>Don’t be taken by surprise. Be aware of potential severe weather. 

Purchase a NOAA weather radio. The models out today can be set with an alarm to go off 
if a warning is issued  specifically in your area. 
>Allow plenty of time to move to the shelter and bring a portable radio with you.
>Arrange for those who need assistance. Someone whose mobility is impaired may need 
help and thought should be given for a plan for them. 
>Children home alone need to know what to do in severe weather.  Children also should be 
taught to go home if they hear the sirens while out playing. 
>Pets brought to the shelter must be adequately restrained. Plan ahead.
  The shelter is locked to avoid vandalism but is opened at the first sign of 
threatening weather. Some families in Colonial Village are “key holders” for 
the shelter. If you would like information on this please call the Community
office.  

       The compost site for your leaves and grass is 
located at Ardan Park: Long Lake Road and Ardan 
Ave., about a mile west of here. (Take Hillview west 
to Long Lake Rd. and turn right. The compost site is 
about 2 blocks north) There is no charge to use the 
compost site. You drive in, empty the bags and take 
them home again for reuse or disposal.  
      Hours are Mondays, Wednesdays, Fridays 
11 a.m.-7 p.m.  Saturdays 9 a.m.-5 p.m. Sundays 
11 a.m.-5 p.m. Closed Tuesdays, Thursdays and 
holidays.  
      Bags of leaves and grass may not be stored in 
your yard (It is a Health Code violation) 
The area behind the shelter is NOT for leaves or 
grass disposal.

Anyone with a Mounds View 
address may dispose of the following at no charge:  Appliances with or without freon - 2 per 
household  (does not include window A/C), Car batteries 2 per household, Car tires 8 per 
household. NEW this year: Free disposal of CPU Hard drives, Monitors, and Printers.
